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Contact Titles and Names in Association Websites
We will be pulling in all of the contact information into the league website from the Association websites. This means you will need to enter in the correct contact information in your association site in order for it to show up correctly in the League site under the Association Contacts webpage. In order for the contacts to flow up to the league site each of the Associations will need to enter in the contacts with certain titles and information. 
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Please enter the following contacts with the title names equal to the following:

· President

· NHAHA Delegate

· NHAHA Delegate - Alternate

· Scheduler

· Referee in Chief

· Coaching Director

· Registrar

· Treasurer

Please enter the following content for each of the above positions in order for the contact details to flow correctly into the league site:

Linking Teams – Association to NHAHA
In order to have the schedules flow between the NHAHA website and each of the Association’s websites the teams need to be linked each year. This linking process cannot occur until after the tier placement is completed. Each Association will need to fill out the “NHAHA Website Team Interface Form” and submit it to the NHAHA Webmaster at webmaster@nhhockey.com.
For Example: The team name in the NHAHA website is called NH East Bantam 1 and the team name in the Association website is Bantam 1 we need to link the two different team names.

Scheduling Games
· All games will be scheduled directly into the Goalline system by each of the Association’s schedulers.

· You will be responsible for uploading all of your team’s home games into the system.

· No longer will you need to submit a hard copy of your schedule to the Divisional VP.

· The game schedule on the website will be used as the official game schedule for all NHAHA contests.

· The game schedule from the League site will flow down to each of the Association sites for the GSL games.
What to do if Games are Incorrect on the League Website
· As a scheduler it is your responsibility to contact the other Association's scheduler to figure out the issue.

· All changes to games will need to be done directly in the NHAHA website. 

· NOTE: You do not make any corrections to games in your Association Website as it will not flow up to the NHAHA League website.

· Game Change Process:

· The Home Team’s Scheduler is responsible for making the game changes in the NHAHA website.

· Home team scheduler is required to send a Game Change Request Email (Under the Forms Section of website) to the Divisional VP and copy the Visiting team scheduler.
· When you click on the link under forms it will pull up an email template to fill out.

How to Login to Upload Game Schedule
· Login to the NHAHA Divisional Page Goalline System by clicking on the Login link at the top or lower left of the Home page.

· Each Association Scheduler will be given a User ID and Password to access the system.

· The access will be limited to only the teams for your Association playing in the NHAHA

Steps for Entering in a Game to the NHAHA Website

1. Click on the League Menus drop down field and select the Division-Tier Level.
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2. Under the Scheduling Tools – Navigate to the Add-Edit Games for: section and click on the 2010-11 Regular Season Schedule link.
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3. Entering game details on the Game Entry Screen[image: image13.jpg]
a. Select the appropriate team names from the Visiting Team and Home Team dropdown menus.
b. Select the correct Ice Arena the game will be played at from the Venue dropdown list. Note: If you do not select a Venue first venue in the list “Campion Ice Skating Rink” will be saved for the game.

c. Select the Game Date from the dropdown menus (Month, Day, & Year). Note: If you do not change the date the system will default to Today’s Date.

d. Select the Game Time from the dropdown menus (Hour, Minutes, & AM/PM). Note: If you do not change the time the default value of 7:00 PM is used.
e. In the Allotted Venue Time field the system will default to one of two values depending if you are entering a Midget Game versus any other level. The allotted time in the system for a Midget Game defaults to 90 minutes and other levels it defaults to 60 minutes. Note: This time is used in the system to analyze if there is a conflict at an arena for other games being scheduled on the same date. If the default values are not long enough or are too long you will need to change the time for the game before saving.
f. The Game Details Text box is not a mandatory field when creating a game in the system, but it is useful for Associations playing in multiple leagues to enter information in this section about the game type. For example: Associations will enter the following information to describe this game being displayed in the websites: Granite State League. This way when people are looking at their schedule on the Association websites they can see what type of game they are playing.

g. The “Would you like to display the game details on the schedule?” field allows for any information entered in the Game Details section to display for the game on the website. If you enter text into the Game Details field you need to select the “Yes” radio button to have the information appear for the game on the website display.

h. The Point Totals for the game entry box is only used if the game being entered has a different point total then the default values. The system default values are as following: W = 2, L = 0, T = 1, OTW = 2, OTL = 0, SOW = 2 & SOL = 0. For example, if you are playing a 1-point game versus an opponent you would enter the following information into the fields: W = 1, L = 0, T = .5, OTW = 1, OTL = 0, SOW = 1 & SOL = 0.
i. Select the “Enter” button to save the game in the system. Once the game is entered into the NHAHA website the system will send the game to both of the Association’s websites to display on their schedules.
Score Reporting
· All game scores will be entered directly into the NHAHA Goalline website by each of the Association’s score reporters.

· Each Association will be responsible for entering in their HOME game scores for the weekend. 
· Game scores need to be entered into the website for the previous weekend no later than 12 noon on the following Monday. If the game scores are not entered into the website by this time the Home Association will be assessed to a fine per game not reported. 
· The game scores from the League site will flow down to each of the Association sites for the GSL games.
Steps for Entering in a Game Score to the NHAHA Website

1. Login to the NHAHA Divisional Page Goalline System by clicking on the Login link at the top or lower left of the Home page.

a. Each Association will be given a User ID and Password to access the system for reporting their Home Game scores.

b. The access will be limited to only the teams for your Association playing in the NHAHA.

2. Click on the League Menus drop down field and select the Division-Tier Level.
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3. Under the Statistics Tools – click the “Report 2010-11 Regular Season Game Score” link.
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4. The list of games to report the scores for will appear on a new window after you click the link. Select the “Report” link to the right of the game listed in order to enter in the final result of the game.
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5. On the game report screen you will need to enter in the Game Suspensions listed on the game sheet for the players and coaches by selecting the button called “Enter a Suspension”. The entry screen for the suspension data will appear on the same screen.
a. Enter the Player/Coach First and Last Name

b. Select the Team name in the dropdown the Player/Coach is affiliated with.

c. Enter the number of games the suspension is for the Player/Coach in the “Number of games” field.

d. In the “Details” section please enter the information for the infraction. For example, if the game sheet says the player was thrown out of the game because of fighting you would enter - #12 Thrown Out of Game for Fighting at 11:15 2nd period.
e. Select the “Enter” button and it will save the suspension against the game being reported.

6. Enter in the game score for the visiting and home teams and select the “Submit the Game Report”

7. The screen will refresh with all of the information previously entered (Game score for the Visitor and Home Teams and any suspension information) and you will need to select the button “Submit Game Information” to save it to the website. Note: If you do not click the “Submit Game Information” button your score will not be reported in the system successfully.
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Player Rosters
We are asking that all of the Associations enter in their player rosters for the teams playing in the NHAHA into their respective Association websites. The system is set up that this information will flow up to the league site. We are looking to have this information flow up to the league site so we can start to use some of the other functionality that Goalline has available. When the rosters are entered into the Association sites please input the following information for the players:
1. First and Last Name

2. Jersey Number

3. Position (Goalie, Forward, or Defense) – If you do not know the players position, please mark them with the option “N/A”. NOTE: It is very important that you mark each of the players on the team that are the Goalies.

4. Email Address

How to Display the Player Roster Information on Association Website

· Login to your Associations Control Panel by clicking on the Login link at the top or lower left of the Home page.

Steps for Entering in the Player Roster in the Website

1. Click on the Team Menus drop down field and select the Team Name you want to input the players against.
2. Under the Team Control Panel section Team Admin Tools select the link called “Add-Edit-Release Player.
3. Enter in at least the minimum data above to meet the requirements for NHAHA for the player roster.

Steps for Displaying the Player Data on Website
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1. Select under the People Management section the link called “Edit Player Info Displayed to open up the Player Display screen.
2. On the Player Display Screen you will want to select the following check boxes in the Team Roster section:

a. First Name

b. Last Name

c. Jersey Number

d. Position

3. In the Teams section hold the “ctrl” key down to select multiple teams to assign the Team Roster options selected in step 3.
4. After making your selections click on the “Update” button to change the view for the Team Roster on the website.
